Participants will learn a variety of concepts related to organic food production, soil 

composition, composting, and Aquaponics which is the cultivation of fish and plants 

together in a constructed, re-circulating ecosystem utilizing natural bacteria cycles 

to convert fish waste to plant nutrients.
